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RAKIURA NATIONAL PARK MANAGEMENT PLAN AND STEWART 
ISLAND CONSERVATION MANAGEMENT STRATEGY – WHITETAIL 
DEER HERD – REQUEST FOR SECTION 4 (2) (b) TERMINATION   
Available electronically on request from national office. 
Part of this submission requested that the Whitetail deer herd in Rakiura National Park be 
protected from extermination by a Section 4 (2) (b) determination under the National Parks 
Act.  
New Zealand Deerstalkers© Association Inc made this request because the Stewart Island 
herd is a nationally important deerstalkers’  resource, attracting 3,000 recreational hunters 
annually to Stewart Island. The herd generates high recreational value for hunters as well as 
$4-6 million in economic value annually from their visits.  
Recreational hunters make up the largest recreational group visiting the backcountry of 
Rakiura National Park. Hunters, by taking 1,500 deer annually are by de facto controlling 
the Stewart Island deer herd, and have been doing this for the last 20 years.  
Whitetails, as a small deer, are a low threat to the park’s native species. Their impact is 
probably less than that of trampers on the park’s muddy tracks or of grazing concessions 
for cattle allowed in other parks.  
National parks are about intrinsic worth and benefit, use and enjoyment of the public, as 
well as protection of endangered species; they are significantly different from nature  
reserves, which are solely for ecosystem protection. 
The park was set up with no consideration of protecting the significant ecosystem services 
provided by the deer that have coexisted sustainably with the land for one hundred years 
prior to the park being formed.  
A determination would provide a way of recognising the value of the deer in the  
park - given the attraction to hunters is the park setting itself as well as hunting the deer.  
The deer cannot be transferred off the island and still remain the drawcard they are now. 
Part one enlarges on these arguments. 
Part 2 addresses the way that a determination could be managed in the park and on the  
remainder of Stewart Island to more fully ensure the sustainability of the herd and  
vulnerable native plants and maintain the herd’s continued attraction to recreational  
hunters.  
The hunters provide facilities and management at almost no cost to the Department of  
Conservation (DOC). The association sees this submission as one step in the dialogue with 
DOC and the New Zealand Conservation Board on this matter.

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 Bill Scally and I left the Hilux near the road and donned our packs and rifles. We went up 
the creek bed for about 1½ hours and spotting some nannies and kids about half way up the 
bluffs. After more boulder hopping and river crossing now and again we stopped to glass at 
the sides of the mountain starting to see animals more regularly. The bluffs we were looking 
at were quite steep and would be quite a challenge for us if we had to go after a bull in that 
area. With all the glassing etc it took approx five hours to get to where we decided to camp 
in a nice spot with water nearby. We set up the Olympus tent with a fly nearby to cook un-
der and only had a little time that evening to hunt and saw no shootable bulls. 
At daylight next morning, in fine weather, we went further up the valley where we spotted a 
mature bull with a few nannies high up in the bluffs. Bill and I had travelled similar country 
previously so with a bit of apprehension we decided to go after that bull. The ice axe was 
used a lot by planting it and pulling yourself up with it and when nothing else was available 
we had to hold on to the mad Spaniard for added safety.  After about one and a half hours 
we were into a good position and Bill peered over a huge rock a bit carelessly and there was 
a stampede of animals. WE had inadvertently got among them alright! 
With no good bulls among them we held our fire. After that interesting encounter we again 
climbed, but the bull we were now after didn’ t show. We returned towards camp that eve-
ning in the dark and fog with the GPS guiding our way. I had tortellini for my dinner, heated 
up in their sachet in boiling water, Bill though with an assortment of delicacies, kept eating 
different things till late in the evening. 
There was frost overnight but we had a comfortable sleep and I couldn’ t believe when the 
“Beast’s”  telescope, a Nikon 6-5 to 20 was fogged. With my artillery piece out of action, I 
would have to borrow Bill’ s Mini- Beast, a 300 Weatherby. The opportunity soon presented 
itself reasonably quickly as by this time there was enough visibility. At 1100yds from camp 
stood a mature bull with two nannies, he was all puffed up and busy telling a nice looking 
nanny how much he loved her, how nice she smelt and what lovely eyes she had. He was 
just at the bottom of the bluffs in a very shootable position and we took off after it. We 
made it to a good stone rest about 350yds from him.  Placing my day bag on top of it, I 
passed to Bill my video camera and he graciously handed me over his gun and videoed  me 
while I was shooting,  I aimed at his spine and touched off, the bull rolled down for about 40 
yards and out of sight into a small creek. Because the day was young, we didn’ t go looking 
at it and left him there. In the meantime Bill spotted a potentially good bull with some nan-
nies right up the bluffs. We then worked out the route we were going to take and out came 
our ice axes. With a lot of difficulty and stabbings by the mad Spaniard grasses, when we 
had to hold on to them, we made it to within 300yds, of the bull in question. We had been 
spotted and he was looking down at us. Bill aimed low on his chest because of the steep 
angle and also allowed a few inches to the right for the wind. The Mini- Beast (165g at3400 
fps) spoke loudly and he instantly fell out of sight. Now the fun really started as we had to 
go up a very steep ridge to get to him. The ice axes performed beautifully and with some 
trepidation tossed in, we got to where he was. Surprise, surprise, he wasn’ t there. We soon 
came onto a blood trail, that lead us into a nasty little basin and at about 150yds we spotted 
the bull. Bill’s next missile put him out of his misery.  

To get to him we had to use every tool in our arsenal to overcome the steep terrain. He was a 
fine 12¼” specimen though and after recovery we carefully retraced our steps and made it 
safely to my bull. With dismay we discovered that he had fallen three metres below a water-
fall jamming himself inside an ice cave, formed by an old avalanche. As there was a risk to 
fall in and get similarly jammed, I laid down flat near the brim of the hole that the creek had 
created, and Bill held on to my legs so that I could get in a bit more and look in with the 
torch. I could see only part of his horns and they looked nice and thick indicating a mature 
bull. 
We travelled back to camp, loaded up everything and made it out mostly all the way in the 
dark arriving at the truck at ten to eleven that evening. When we got to Fairlie because of the 
risk to fall asleep while driving, we stopped for a 45 minutes sleeping siesta. Then after a 
double dose of wild bean coffee while 
refueling the truck  in Timaru, we made safely back to Christchurch. 
The retrieval attempt. 
 About a month and a half later I managed to talk Warren (Handlebars) Hall to come with 
me to try and retrieve my bull. We didn’ t take the gun, but this time I took a rope and other 
bits and pieces to descend into the hole and get out safely. As last time Bill and me had 
problems to follow an old track in the dark through matagouri and scrub, I armed myself 
with a good sized of branch cutting loppers and Warren’s side arm was his trusty folding 
pruning saw. When we got to the track we cut and sawed our way for several hours, in the 
process we got a good dose of acupuncture from the matagouri bushes and lost a lot sweat 
on the way. We glassed a few tahr on the way in with one mature looking bull seen in a po-
tentially shootable situation at 800yds. We couldn’ t give him a suppository as our fire sticks 
were at home.  Arriving at the camp site in the evening we rigged my little igloo shaped fly 
with a 1.5m long manuka pole in the middle. This contraption I bought at the deerstalkers 
auction a few years ago is about 1.8m in diameter of a hexagon shape at the bottom and can 
sleep two. We then rigged a 3 x 3m fly beside it. That night Warren opted to sleep under the 
fly as that is the way that he is used to. Next morning before daylight, for the first time in 52 
years of my hunting career, I got woken up by Warren who immediately proceeded to pass 
under the side of my igloo a steaming cup of coffee while I was still inside the sleeping bag. 
As it was frosty outside, this cup really hit the spot. Perhaps this sleeping under the fly isn’ t 
a bad idea after all, it allows one to cook while still inside the sleeping bag. 
When we got to my bull, we found that instead of being buried under one and half metres of 
snow he was now under 10m. Obviously since last time there must have been a lot more 
snow and it had avalanched. I am hoping that because he was right under a 3m waterfall that 
most of the snow would have deflected over the bull. Here is hoping. As the avalanche left a 
heavy trail of at least 150 meters, and was reasonably steep so Warren took the opportunity 
to practice ice axe and self arrest skills while above us and 200yds away a small mob of tahr 
kept applauding Warren’s antics with their whistles.  Finished with that it was back to the 
place where the coffee cup event took place. We then returned back to the truck with more 
track cutting on the way. 
As I am a determined old Fart I will definitely have another sortie for my bull. Hope he is 
worth the effort.
